SUMMARY: 

As you know, Tc3net cancelled our IT services contract effective 10/1/10. This contract provided services 
to maintain, repair and upgrade our computer systems in the City. Last year, our contractual services were 
about $17,000. This is not a service that we can currently handle in house, although Leisa Still handles 
many of the day to day problems that come up. 

We sought proposals from companies and received three bids (see attached summary). I am 
recommending that we award this to Selective Data Systems (SDS) for an hourly price of $85.00 and 
$127.50 for emergency services. SDS does not require a commitment of time in their contract, so the City 
can terminate this relationship at any time and for any reason. Quality Technologies (QT) was the low bid, 
however I am not comfortable relying on their services since there is only one employee at this point. This 
creates a significant risk at times when the employee may not be available. We have had this situation 
occur with the previous company. The owner of QT is very familiar with our system and has worked on our 
system for many years. Again, I am not comfortable relying on a company with a single employee.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT 

AGREEMENT made this first day ofOctober 2010, by and between the City of Tecumseh, a 
city Corporation organized under the laws of the State of Michigan, and Selective Data Systems, Inc. 
(Contractor), 6670 Brooks Highway, Onsted, Michigan 49265. 

Section 1. Scope of Services 

Contractor will be responsible for providing services described as follows: technology related engineering projects, 
equipment and software installations, technology related consultation (telephone and onsite)/problem-solving activities. 
Services will be provided over the period inclusive of October 1, 2010 through September 30, 2013. 

Section 2. Payment for Services and Payment Schedule 

The City ofTecumseh shall pay the Contractor $85.001hr. based on preapproved estimates, fees for services rendered, and 
reasonable materials/equipment expenses related to providing such services. Service fees to be paid by the City of Tecumseh 
are categorized as following: Fees shall be charged on the basis ofactual minutes and hours spent on the job. 
The payment schedule will be as follows: The Contractor shall submit invoices for work performed, and those invoices shall 
be paid with the Contractor's terms of Net 30 Days, with 1 Vz% finance charge for past due invoices. The City ofTecumseh 
will be given the option to purchase blocks of time. In the event that the City ofTecumseh opts to purchase time blocks, the 
time spent onsite will be deducted from the pre-purchased time blocks at the minimum of 1 hour increments. 

Section 3. Standards of Work 

The Contractor agrees that the performance ofservices pursuant to this Agreement shall conform to the highest professional 
standards in the industry and shall be conducted in accordance with all applicable local, state, and federal laws, miles and 
regulations. The Contractor acknowledges that failure to conform to the highest professional standards in the industry shall be 
grounds for termination of this Agreement, at the discretion ofthe City ofTecumseh. 

Section 4. Documentation for Payments 

The Contractor shall submit iQvoices for all payments due under this Agreement to the City of Tecumseh Accounts Payable 
dept. Each invoice will include sufficient information and itemization to describe the services performed. In the event ofthe 
district purchases blocks oftime, an accounting of used and remaining time will be provided monthly. 



Section 5. Agreement Modifications 

Any and aU amendments to this Agreement, shall be in writing and signed by both parties, and shall supersede this 
Agreement. 

Section 6. Independent Contractor 

The relationship of the City ofTecumseh and Contractor is one of independent Contractor working under the existing IT 
Department Nothing in the Agreement shall be construed as creating a relationship ofjoint ventures, partnerships, 
employer/employee, or principal/agent beyond the scope of the work projects and term herein contemplated. Neither party 
has the authority to create any obligations for the other. The Contractor will be responsible for paying Contractor's own taxes, 
insurance coverage, establishing assistant's compensation and expenses. The Contractor shall direct his own work, without 
specific supervision or control for the City ofTecumseh. The Contractor recognizes that this Agreement creates no future 
preference for employment, contracts, or any other status, compensation or benefits. 

Section 7. Ownership 

All work products produced by the Contractor in connection with this Agreement, shall be the property of the City of 
Tecumseh, including all intellectual property rights, and be provided to the City ofTecumseh upon completion ofthis 
Agreement with no further cost or financial responsibilities. 

Section 8. Audits 

The Contractor hereby agrees to cooperate with any and all fmancial and other audits of Contractor's performance as may be 
reasonably desired by City of Tecumseh, or required by governmental or other entities providing funding to City of 
Tecumseh. 

Section 9. Intellectual Property Rights 

The Contractor represents that to the best of its knowledge, all work products to be produced by Contractor here under are 
either Contractor's original work, work reproduced with the permission of the author(s), or public domain material and do not 
infringe the intellectual property rights of any third party. 



Section 10. Confidentiality 

The Contractor agrees for itself and on behalfofany persons working for it, to hold in confidence any information, written, 
electronic, or verbal, and materials, including financial data, systems development information, and other related business 
information, transmitted or acquired by the Contractor or its personnel in the course ofperforming this Agreement, and 
agrees not to use, disclose, reproduce or dispose ofsuch information in any manner except as necessary to carry out the work. 
The Contractor recognizes that disclosure, erasure, publication or disposal of the City ofTecumseh's business information 
may cause irreparable injury to the City ofTecumseh, and that the City of Tecumseh may seek and obtain injunctive relict; as 
well as other legal remedies, including damages, as the result ofa breach of confidence. City of Tecumseh does not agree to 
any liquidated damages amount in executing this contract.

On October 12,2010, the Planning Commission continued to discuss an ordinance that would control 
the locations and operating characteristics of facilities, but not prohibit them completely. However, 
given the complexity of this issue, this ordinance may be several months in development. The 
Planning Commission therefore has recommended that the City Council adopt a resolution extending a 
temporary moratorium upon the issuance ofany and all permits, licenses and zoning approvals for the 
sale or dispensation of medical marijuana for an additional 120 days, or until an amendment of the 
Zoning Ordinance and other applicable codes is adopted, whichever comes first. 

City officials are continuing to get educated on the issue, recently attending a seminar sponsored by the 
Michigan Municipal League (MML). The city is considering a "permit but regulate" approach to 
medical marijuana uses. They will continue researching the advantages and disadvantages to 
regulation through the different options such as land use restriction and/or home occupation.

That the City of Tecumseh is diligently working on an ordinance 
that will best allow compliance with the Michigan Medical 
Marihuana Act, P.A. 2008, in order to protect the public, health, 
safety and welfare of the citizens of Tecumseh. 

Therefore, an extension of a moratorium is imposed upon the 
issuance of any and all permits, licenses and zoning approvals for 
the sale or dispensation of medical marijuana for an additional 120 
days, or until an amendment of the Zoning Ordinance and other 
applicable codes is adopted, whichever comes first.

SUMMARY: 

BS&A Software has upgraded their software to a .net version. It is a quicker, more comprehensive 
program that integrates with the GIS software. Lenawee County has converted to the program, which 
would allow the Assessor and Treasurer to transfer information more efficiently and seamlessly.
