As you can see for yourself, the work at the TBTC is wrapping up. We hope to have some sort of ribbon cutting
before the weather turns too badly.

Police Department

Sgt. Kelley Hissong returned to work on September 29, 2010 after approximately 1 ¥ years of active military duty
deployment in Afghanistan. We thank her for her service to our Country, and are happy to have her return to work
in Tecumseh,

Fire Department

The water heater at the fire department went out on Sunday, September 26, and the report from the repair service
is that it is on its last leg as the tank bottom has a leak that is allowing water to fill the pan around the burners. The
service person has the unit operational at this time but we will need to replace it. | have sent out a bid request for a
new unit with the bid opening scheduled for October 4, however if the unit fails before that time we will have to go
out for an emergency purchase. Cost of the new unit is around $5,000. | have also put together a request for
proposal from the venders to consider an "On-Demand” type of system.




Treasurer’s Office

Even with the economic conditions, 89% of the total summer taxes owing were collected. Only 3% of personal
property taxes are still outstanding, of which the City Treasurer has to collect. Fifteen tax payments were received
as a credit card or electronic check payment.

The Treasurer's Department went through the annual audit for 6-30-10 with the outside auditors. The department
did more journal entries and audit schedules that the auditors use to do and everything went well.

Business Leadership Award

Just a reminder that our own Boulevard Market has been awarded the Business Leadership Award by the
LEDC. This award is designated each year to a business who shows success in their business, is
considered an entrepreneur, is involved in community projects and who has overcome great obstacles. | think
Erika and John Aylward are well deserving of this award.

Economic Development Department

The Economic Development Department is spearheading a project to get cameras into the hands of kids to
document what they like and dislike about our community. The project involves the purchase of 100 disposabie
cameras (which are being donated by Schmidt & Sons Pharmacy and Pinnacle lrrigation) that will be dispersed to
middle school and high school age kids. The photos will be developed into a CD format (photo processing is being
donated by Meijer) for presentation purposes.
